HOW CAN YOU CONTRIBUTE?

ANNUAL GIFTS

All annual gifts to OCU Athletics go directly to the General Athletic Fund unless otherwise specified for the program of
your choice. Gifts to the General Athletic Fund are unrestricted and may be used for any timely purpose orimmediate
need. Annual contributions touch every student-athlete on campus and typically finance scholarships, equipment,
events and improvement to facilities. Gifts to specific athletic programs are equally as crucial, and generally aid with
such expenses as travel, equipment and recruiting.

Donors of $1000 or more become members of the President’s Partners of Oklahoma
City University. Depending on your contribution level, President’s Partners receive ad-
ditional benefits for their generous contributions to the University which may include
invitations to special events, listing in the President’s Partners brochure and the
president’s annual report, and VIP seating at Distinguished Speaker Series lectures.

MATCHING GIFTS

Many companies and corporations provide matching gift programs for employee
contributions. Please ask your personnel office about your employer’s matching gift
policy and how you might be able to further enhance your support of Stars Athletics.
Enclose the matching gift form from the company and return it with your contribu-
tion to increase your total gift and benefit level.

ENDOWMENTS

0CU’s Office of University Advancement maintains and invests permanent endowed
funds for OCU Athletics. Donors may choose to fully or partially endow a scholarship
for a position in a particular sport, and these scholarships typically bear the name of the donor(s). Because endow-
ments are funded by the revenue generated from the principal amount, a donor funding an endowed scholarship
creates a lasting legacy for OCU Athletics.
